The advising relationship fosters both academic and personal development, referring advisees to other resources as needed.

Only sections I and III were assigned as section II may be more heavily influenced by the decision of the Campus Coordinator of Academic Advising. Committee members will review relevant sections and bring suggested revisions to the next meeting (March 11th) for further feedback.
