New Options in Nursing

(a) Dr. Barakzai summarized the purpose of these two proposals: Proposal for New Option Adult-Gero Clinical Nurse Specialist/Nurse Educator and Proposal for New Option Pediatrics Clinical Nurse Specialist/Nurse Educator. These were developed in response to the American Nurses Credentialing Center change to offering ‘population focused’ exams.  The Nursing Department therefore needed to offer population focused options to assure their students would be eligible for certification.
(b) The proposed options will replace the current general option now offered and specialized certificates; the general option and certificates will be phased out.
(c) Dr. Barakzai clarified length of program was 18 months if students completed the project or thesis in the third semester.
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(d) Committee recommendations/suggestions were as follows:
· Nursing 221 should be titled "Theoretical Foundations of Nursing Practice" as opposed to "Theories of Nursing Practice".

· On page with course listings, the committee recommends to specify 'F' or 'S' for all courses
