Eligible University-wide Members:  Diane Blair
Nominations for the Executive Committee Member-at-Large position requires a nomination and second from the floor of the Senate.  After the nomination 
has been placed and seconded, the Chair of the Nominating/Elections Committee, shall call upon the nominee, if present, to state their intention to fill the position if elected.  If in the affirmative, they shall be declared a candidate.  If the nominee is not present, the nomination shall be noted.  A written declaration of intent to fill the position will be required of the nominee by Wednesday, April 24, 2013 in the  A.M.  The nominee “...shall forward a Statement of Qualifications to accompany the ballot...”  Upon receipt of the Declaration, the nominee shall then be certified as a candidate.  A list of candidates will be forwarded to the Senators prior to the April 29th meeting.

Note:
If one person is nominated, then that individual listed above will be declared elected.
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
