Secondary Teaching Credential

in Social Sciences

The 57-unit Subject Matter Program
(SMP) in Social Sciences may be com-
pleted while earning a bachelor’s degree in
any area of study. Undergraduate students
beginning their SMP should be advised,
however, that bachelor’s degree in eco-
nomics, geography, history, or political
science are recommended for those intend-
ing to teach secondary social studies be-
cause those areas most closely parallel the
social sciences requirements.

Natural Environment (5)

Extended field trips, integrating cultural
anthropology and archaeology to explain
how past and present peoples have adapted
to and altered biological and geological
processes and features. Offered fall semes-
ter as part of “Humans and the Natural
Environment.” (HNE program field trip
fee, $300)

17. Ethnic Identity and Diversity in
Southeast Asia (3)

Interdisciplinary course designed to intro-
duce studentswith no previous background
to the understanding of multiculturalism
and ethnic diversity in mainland Southeast
Asia. Using a contemporary historical and
socioeconomic framework, this course ex-
amines concepts of ethnic identity, gender
relations, nation states, ethnic conflicts,
war and global conflict, diaspora, and
transnationalism. Requisite for the Minor
in Southeast Asian Studies.

110. California Studies (3)

Prerequisites: G.E. Foundation and Breadth
Area D. Origins and development of Cali-
fornia as a unique cultural area; relation-
ships over time among geography and natu-
ral resources, human populations and
cultures, political institutions, economic
pursuits, and land use practices; distinctive
architecture, arts, and literature; and socio-
economic patterns, processes, and trends.

180. Diversity in the U.S. (3)
Prerequisites: G.E. Foundationand Breadth
Area D. Interdisciplinary course designed
for the four-year liberal studies major. In-
tegrates historical, sociological, political,
cultural, and ethnic aspects of American
culture. Historical developments and im-
migration patterns, race, class, gender is-
sues, and demographic and statistical analy-
sis of local and regional education trends.
