The College of Science and
Mathematics provides pro-
grams of study for students
in the areas of biology,
chemistry, earth and envi-
ronmental sciences, math-

ematics, physics, and psychology. Support
courses for nonscience majors such as agri-
culture, engineering, and the health pro-
fessions and courses for the general educa-
tion of all university students are also offered
through the college. Our primary goal is to
provide professional training at the under-
graduate and graduate levels; to serve as a
foundation for a career in science/math-
ematics; to provide preprofessional train-
ing in preparation for careers in medicine,
dentistry, pharmacy, veterinary medicine,
and other professions; or to provide con-
tinued study at the graduate level.

Furthermore, students and faculty mem-
bers in the college conduct research and
scholarly activities in their academic areas
and in solving applied scientific problems
of the region. These research activities are
carried out by campus scientists along with
investigators at other research centers.

The College of Science and Mathematics is
involved with the school systems in science
and mathematics teacher education.

The recruitment, retention, and education
of underrepresented minorities and females
in science and mathematics are also major
emphases.The College of Science and Math-

ematics includes the departments of
Biology, Chemistry, Earth and Envi-
ronmental Sciences, Mathematics,
Physics, Psychology, and Marine Sci-
ence at Moss Landing Marine Labo-
ratories.  Special programs and facili-
ties of the college include the Joint
Bachelor of Science in Environmen-
tal Sciences with UC Riverside, the
Harold S. Downing Planetarium, a
Geo-Information Systems (GIS) Cen-
ter, the Science Careers Opportunity
Program (SCOP), the Certificate in
Biotechnology, and the Humans and
the Natural Environment (HNE) the-
matic cluster.
