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MATHEMATICS MINOR

The minor requires 20 units in mathematics, MATH 75 or above. 6 of the 20 units
must be upper division units taken in residence (100 series courses, excluding
MATH 100, 133, 134, 137, 138, 139 and 149).
* The minor in mathematics requires a 2.0 GPA.
* All courses taken to fulfill minor requirements must be completed with a
grade of C or better.
* Courses in the Mathematics Minor may be taken CR/NC, subject to
university requirements.

In order to enroll in Math 75, students must satisfy the following criteria:

1) meet the ELM requirement either by passing the ELM exam with a score of
50(550 prior to 3/22/02) or better, or by passing a college-level intermediate
algebra course with a grade of “C” or better

2) have taken and passed elementary geometry, intermediate algebra and
trigonometry or have taken and passed precalculus

3) pass the department’s Calculus Readiness Test
