The MESA Advisor is responsible for supervising students, planning and approving MESA activities at the school site, coordinating students’ attendance at Center events and is the first line of communication with MESA parents.
Expectations of MESA Advisors:

1. Identify and recruit students who meet the criteria for MESA participation.  

2. Ensure that students from historically underrepresented groups:  American Indian, African-American, and Mexican-American are adequately represented in your membership through targeted outreach.
3. Meet an enrollment and participation target number of students as established by the MESA Center.
4. Supervise students and facilitate the MESA program components which include: “hands on activities”, PSAT and SAT preparation, fieldtrips, and speakers.

5. Complete administrative duties which include, but are not limited to: distribution of forms and information to MESA students and their parents, collection of completed enrollment forms and parent authorization forms, completion of the Advisor Profile form and school site information form, maintaining communication with the MESA staff, maintaining accurate attendance sheets and “time on task” forms, timely preparation of fieldtrip request forms.

6. Complete mid-year and final year program evaluation form for your school site.

7. Attend monthly advisor/training meetings held on the California State University, Fresno campus.  Nine meetings are scheduled (please refer to attached calendar) per academic year.

8. Participate in regional/local Advisor Professional Development
