I. Program Update


a. MESA Statewide Vision for 2004-07 years



i.
The future looks optimistic. We have good feeling of receiving a 




substantial amount of funding especially after the pass of proposition 57. 

ii.
 Currently we have 26 MESA School Programs in the sate and it is going to be cut to at least 15. These remaining programs will need to provide for the regions close to their area, which means we should be fine because we are the only program in this region unless UC Merced decides to apply for MESA which will create competition.

b. Decision-Making at the State level, we will be evaluated on:

i. How many schools and students we can increase

a. Currently we have increased a great deal of schools and are currently serving over 30 schools in our region. There are about presently 1500 students in the data base and are hoping to reach 2000.

ii. Quality of services we provide

a. We will continue to provide enriching Saturday academies

iii. Commitment from the schools and school district

a. We need to show Statewide how much commitment we get from schools and school districts from each sight.

iv. Strengthening the partnership of the program

a. Hope to continue partnership with programs they are greatly appreciated.

II. MESA original model will continue

a. MESA wants to go back to the original model by changing the current MESA social to MESA program and this will be done by providing more help to students through academic tutoring and academic workshops. 

i.  Saturday Academies by Fresno State is the only MESA center that offers ten Saturday academies a year, 8 Saturday Academies and 2 Preliminaries

 After School activities will continue as is but tutoring will be added to 
them. Need to have an allotted time of two hours to occur.

Tutoring does not have to be during your MESA meeting but it is provided by FUSD and the Fresno County Office of Ed. can help.

v.  Field Trips:

We are looking in providing total of 8 field trips next year to universities 
and industries.

vi.  Leadership retreats for MESA advisors and student leaders from high school and middle schools. Three leadership retreats have been proposed one for advisors, one for middle school, and one for high school. There will be workshops and speakers that will aide in teaching how to work together and how to increase enrollment activity.

b. If all of these requirements are met we will be able to receive almost full funding, which will help us to be better than normal because of the help of other programs. If you would like a copy of our proposal please contact us for a copy.

c. Unfortunately MESA Engineering Program (MEP) has been cut due to the fiscal crisis and the lack of funding for next year. Currently MEP is serving over 300 students at Fresno State. MEP has one of the highest track records in graduation rate and success rates. They are currently looking for resources and are hoping to receive some federal funding to keep going.

d. If funding goes as anticipated we have planed ten Saturday academies for the next year, eight field trips, junior and senior leadership retreats, and would like to host MESA Day at Fresno State.
