Vice President Teniente-Matson emphasized that a Chair of the committee is urgently needed. I. Executive Committee Membership

Clarification of Executive Committee positions to which Senators Schweizer (Criminology) and Ram  (Political Science) were elected will occur at the next meeting of the Academic Senate.
One additional Executive Committee member is needed from the faculty.

J. CSU Budget

Presdient Welty stated that at the September Board of Trustees meeting, Chancellor Reed expressed his plan to make a recommendation for a course of action from among previously identified options if Proposition 30 fails. If Proposition 30 passes, he will recommend that the 9% tuition increase for 2012-13 be rescinded and a mechanism developed to refund already assessed fees. A plan for advocacy in support of Proposition 30 is being developed.

A. Montejano (Student) noted that Associated Students has secured approval of an on-campus polling place.
President Welty stated that he will be consulting with the University Budget Committee (UBC) on a process to review the Level A allocations. 

President Welty will develop a workshop regarding the budget with J. Constable (Chair, UBC) and VP Teniente-Matson to be held on October 8 from 1-3pm.

MSC to re-order the agenda to place the item re: Graduate Faculty Groups for Doctoral Programs as item #4.
4.
Policy on Graduate Faculty Groups for Doctoral Programs–Revised. Second Reading.
Dean Sharon Brown-Welty (Graduate Studies) presented the history of the policy and the rationale for proposed revisions based upon compliance with Chancellor’s Office Directives and Title V.
A friendly amendment was proposed and accepted to add “Professional” to the policy title to clarify that it pertains only to professional doctoral degree programs.

A friendly amendment was proposed and accepted to delete “of lecturers,” from p. 4 item IV.

A friendly amendment was proposed and accepted to add specification of “professional” doctoral degree programs and “hereafter referred to as doctoral degree programs” to first paragraph to clarify scope of policy.

Provost Covino suggested reviewing the Carnegie classification system for doctoral programs because the Ed.D. may not be included in “professional doctoral degrees,” but the policy under consideration is intended to cover the Ed.D. as well.
MSC to recommend the Policy on Graduate Faculty Groups for Ed.D. and Professional Doctoral Programs as amended.

5.
Senate Procedures.
Chair Williams opened discussion of possible procedures to promote efficiency. Various possibilities were discussed, including a rule of “3 statements for, 3 statements against” prior to acting on a given item unless the rules are suspended.
Senator Ram (Political Science) spoke in favor of referring resolutions to committee for deliberation and against limiting debate with a “rule of 3.”

Eugene Zumwalt spoke against placing limitations on Senate debate.

Provost Covino noted that the committee bringing a policy item to the Senate floor can make minor changes following concerns raised during first reading in order to make the second reading more efficient.

Discussion ensued regarding options for setting the Senate agenda. Associate Provost Caldwell noted that there was no use of time certain in recent Senate practice and that the Executive Committee has given the Senate Chair responsibility for setting the agenda.

Potential Changes to APM 320.
M. Rawat (Personnel) noted that the Personnel Committee has not yet reviewed the proposed revisions.

MSC to refer the proposed revisions to APM 320 to the Personnel Committee.

Approval of Updated Intellectual Property Policy.
Provost Covino noted that additional revisions are in process. Chair Williams will confer with Dr. Stearns re: the policy’s status.

University Budget Committee (UBC) Recommendation re: Low-Enrollment Courses.
Provost Covino noted that these recommendations are being made as part of a larger budget allocation review process and are not intended as a separate policy for Executive Committee review.
Chair Williams will consult with UBC Chair Constable re: any need for Executive Committee action.

APM 332 Interim Policy on Range Elevation for Temporary Faculty.
M. Rawat (Personnel) and Associate Provost Caldwell stated that additional changes may be necessitated by ratification of the new Collective Bargaining Agreement.
