leadership, and involvement in campus programs and activities;

e DPeer education that stresses the values of integrity, respect, responsibility
for one’s actions, and concern for the welfare of others;

e Unity of purpose and collaboration among fraternities and sororities that
contribute to a wider sense of community on campus, throughout the
state of California and around the nation;

e On-going assessment and evaluation to promote open systems that
support nondiscriminatory recruitment and diversity within membership;
and

e Strong alliances with fraternity and sorority alumni that foster lifelong
support of the university and its fraternity and sorority community.
