	7.1 Standing Committee Reports

President Menchaca discussed the plan moving forward with the SIRF Resolution. All the committees will now be looking at the resolution and then it will become an action item. Currently ASI is paying $15,000 and CSSA wants students to pay the fee instead. The board of trusties has removed this fee from their agenda. President Menchaca asked the Senate to reach out with any questions. Senator Sims asked how the Senate adds to the resolution. President Menchaca responded to email with any thoughts and suggestions. Senator Sims asked if the directors could revote and get rid of the SIRF fee. President Menchaca responded yes, but it would be hard. Senator Wilson then informed the Senate that he is personal very against the SIRF fee since it will come from the students directly ASI loses the ability to pull funding if we decide moving forward that CSSA isn’t representing us. President Menchaca added that this is the first system wide fee besides tuition, which opens doors to new system wide fees, like student success fees. He feels this is very important so please take time in understanding and give opinion in what Fresno State wants. EVP Hudson asked the Senate to ask classmates and constituents so the Senate can find out what student body wants as well. 

9.4 INFORMATION ITEM: Budget Review (Farnesi)
VP Finance Farnesi went over the budget and the added material, and where we are thus far. Also, informed the Senate that if there are any questions to contact him. 

9.5 INFORMATION ITEM: ASI Election Dates (Powers-Mead)
