  A score of 23 or above on the ACT
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ENTRY LEVEL MATHEMATICS (ELM) EXAM 

A passing score for the ELM is defined as a minimum score of 50. The ELM may be taken more 
than one time, but remediation deadlines do not change.

If you score less than 50, you must successfully complete Math 4R before taking the General Education 
Quantitative Reasoning (B4) requirement.

Executive order 665 requires that if you are not exempt from the ELM and do not 
pass the ELM, you must enroll in the appropriate remedial mathematics course(s)
during the first year you attend Fresno State.
