Sl served 372 unique students and 202 students with 3+ sessions. As noted in figure 4, students who
attended SBessions foB+ sessions hadtagher mean final course gradef more than half letter grade.

In comparison, students who consistently attendgldsessions continued to achieve a higher mean final
course grade (2.72) than those who do not attend (2.03). The number of students who received a grade o
