
ACADEMIC PLANNING

To complete a bachelor’s degree at Fresno State, you must complete a minimum of 120 units (some 
majors require more). These units will consist of your General Education (G.E.), your 
major, and electives (optional for some majors).
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YOUR CATALOG YEAR

You need to purchase and keep a copy of the 2005-2006 General Catalog, or you can access it 
online. As long as you maintain continuous attendance (attend a CSU System school or a California 
Community College at least one semester of every calendar year), this catalog is the one you will 
use to determine your graduation requirements.

Continuous enrollment begins when you have graduated from high school and enroll in any 
California Community College (CCC) or California State University (CSU). You maintain continuous 
enrollment as long as you register one semester (or two quarters) of each calendar year (not school 
year). Enrollment through Extended Education or Open University does not count toward continuous 
enrollment. 

  
    Always use Bulldog B.A.R.K. in conjunction with your General Catalog and the current 
    Class Schedule. 
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You are required to take a minimum 
of 51 units of G.E. courses.  Everyone 
follows this pattern except for Engineering and 
Liberal Studies students, who follow a modified 
pattern. Your major may determine which G.E. 
courses you should select. For example, Business majors 
are required to take Economics 40 and 50 in BREADTH, Area D3.
Consult your General Catalog and/or your major advisor.

Q: What does General Education (G.E.) do for you?
A: G.E. helps you become a more versatile and well-rounded person. It gives you a 
 foundation and breadth of knowledge that people with a college degree are 
 expected to possess.
Q: When should you take G.E. courses?
A: Many students like to mix G.E. courses and major courses each semester to 
 have some variety. If you have a declared major or are exploring a major, it is 
 a good idea to take a couple of major courses with your G.E. classes each 
 semester. If you are undeclared or unsure of your major, it is fine to enroll only
  in G.E. courses.

                   The Facts                    

Among Fresno State students:

●  7 out of 10 have one to three drinks,* 
     or don’t drink at all, when they party.

●  7 out of 10 drink alcohol on one or two  
     occasions per month, or not at all.

●  Most of those who drink take care of       
     themselves and their friends by using     
     “safer drinking” practices, such as  
      setting a drink limit in advance, using a     
      buddy system when they go out, or 
      using a designated driver.

●  The vast majority--96%--believe that   
     students should not drink alcohol at a  
     level that interferes with academics or  
     other responsibilities.

Alcohol on Campus
The university is committed to creating a safe
and healthy learning environment.  University
policy allows drinking by those who are 21 or
older, but restricts how alcohol is served and
consumed on campus.  All state and local alcohol
laws, such as those against underage drinking
and public intoxication, are enforced on campus.

ACADEMIC STANDING
As an undergraduate student, you must maintain a 2.0 grade point average (GPA) to remain in “Good 
Academic Standing.” To determine your academic standing, both your CUMULATIVE GPA (all 
coursework attempted at all colleges) and your CAMPUS GPA (all coursework taken at Fresno 
State) are looked at. If either of these grade point averages slips into the levels outlined in the chart 
below, you will be subject to either “Academic Probation” or “Academic Disqualification.”
