Is it true that once You complete Your G.E. requirements and Your major classes you will
automatically graduate?

No. Depending on your major, you will have a certain number of required electives that
you must take before you can graduate. Also, graduation is not automatic. You must
apply for graduation during the specified time during the term (fall, spring, or summer) in
which you hope to graduate.
