The Richard Daniel Muñoz Jr. Memorial Scholarship was established on behalf of Richard D. Muñoz Jr. , a student from Sanger High School, who participated in the Upward Bound Program for four years. Richard passed away the summer before starting his freshman year at California State University, Fresno. Since 1998, the Upward Bound Program student council has awarded 53 scholarships to eligible graduating seniors in the Upward Bound Program.  The Richard D. Muñoz Jr. Memorial Scholarship is awarded to graduating seniors who have demonstrated the excellent citizenship and leadership skills while in Upward Bound that Richard exemplified during his participation in our academic and summer programs.

Scholarship disbursements will be given to students upon verification of acceptance & proof of enrollment in a university or college for the 2015-2016 academic year.  The selected Upward Bound seniors will be recognized at the Senior Luncheon on Saturday, May 16th, 2015, by UB and Richard’s family. If chosen, you should be present to receive recognition.

· Current and active participants of Upward Bound Programs at Fresno State. 

· Must demonstrate leadership involvement & community involvement.

· High School Senior must intend to enroll in accredited college or university as a full–time (12-units   or more) for Fall 2015 through Spring of 2016.
· UB Involvement (Fundraising, participation, conferences, tutorials & using time wisely at UB events)

· Minimum overall 2.8 GPA or higher (attach transcript that include Fall 2014 grades)

SELECTION CRITERIA

· Typed Scholarship Application

· Demonstrate Involvement/Commitment in Upward Bound Program, school and/or the community.

· Recommendation forms: Submit 2 letters, from a counselor, teacher, or an individual who can assess the academic aptitude, personal qualities and school/community involvement of the student. Recommendation forms WILL NOT be accepted from Upward Bound permanent staff.

· Financial Need (Financial need will be considered in our selection of recipients however, it is not solely a factor.)

· Personal Statement (Minimum 2 pages, must be typed, double spaced.)
