New Business.

6.
Political Science Department request to Officially Discontinue  Undergraduate Major in Public Administration. Second Reading.
Senator Holyoke (Political Science) stated that discussion of this item has revealed that elements of the process in APM 214 may not have been followed. He requested that the Senate take no action on this item at this time.
This item will return on the next agenda of the Academic Senate for continued second reading.

7.
APM 302, 306, 307. Second Reading.

Professor Rawat summarized the proposed revisions and consolidation into a single APM 306 Policy on Temporary Faculty.

Senator Fulop (Linguistics) referenced Article 20 of the Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA), stating that it appears to require all instructional faculty (including temporary faculty) to engage in research.
Associate Vice President Caldwell (Faculty Affairs) stated that interpretation of the CBA requires consideration of all articles relevant to the matter under discussion. The Article on workload specifies a 15 WTU assignment of teaching for temporary faculty, as do letters of appointment, which would subsume assignment to research. Discussion ensued.

Senator Karr (Music) asked how currency for teaching effectiveness is determined. Discussion ensued.

MSC to approve APM 306 and the related deletion of APM 302 and APM 307.

8.
APM 357. Policy on the Center for the Scholarly Advancement of Learning and Teaching (CSALT). Second Reading.

Professor Rawat summarized the proposed revisions to the policy. Rudy Sanchez (Director, CSALT) identified the members of the CSALT Advisory Board as currently constituted: Brent Auernheimer, Bryan Berrett, Ida Jones, and Monica Fusich.
Senator Kensinger (Women’s Studies) stated that the revised policy appears to decrease faculty representation in CSALT oversight with the move from faculty representation from each College/School on the former Faculty Development Subcommittee to only 3 faculty from different Colleges/Schools. She stated that Senate oversight has also been removed with the previously approved elimination of the Faculty Development Subcommittee.

Senator Hall (Physics) stated that the procedure for selecting faculty members for the Advisory Board should be stipulated in the policy.
Senator Kensinger stated that the revised policy does not provide the Advisory Board with direction re: how to evaluate CSALT’s work.

Senator Henson (English) expressed concern that there are only 3 faculty members on the Advisory Board under the proposed revision, and she echoed support for the concerns raised by Senator Kensinger.

Senator Maldonado (Philosophy) suggested that one way to address faculty representation would be to have one faculty member each from the Humanities/Arts/Social Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Professional Schools.

Additional suggestions for revisions were offered: develop a procedure for selecting faculty representatives, establish term limits for faculty representatives, and provide teeth for the Advisory Board beyond making recommendations to the Director of CSALT.

MSC to refer APM 357 to the Personnel Committee for further revision.

9.
APM 360 Policy on Sabbatical and Difference-in-pay (DIP) Leaves and APM 361 Policy on Faculty Leaves of Absence. First Reading.

Professor Rawat summarized the proposed revisions to APM 360.

Senator Holyoke (Political Science) stated his general support for the revisions but asked if the sabbaticals to be ranked by the Senate Research Committee come out of the current year’s allocation. Professor Rawat answered yes.

Discussion ensued re: the allocation of sabbaticals across Colleges/Schools.

Senator Kensinger stated that appeals for sabbatical proposals designated as non-meritorious may complicate this policy. AVP Caldwell stated that the appeals for proposals designated non-meritorious are handled on a separate track that would not affect the procedure in the proposed revision to APM 360.

Senator Fulop moved to waive second reading. No second.

This item will return on the next agenda of the Academic Senate for Second Reading.

10.
APM 301 Policy and Procedures for the Appointment of Tenure Track Faculty. Second Reading.

Senator Tsukimura (Biology) recognized Professor Rawat, who summarized revisions made to APM 301 since first reading.

MSC to place APM 301 back on the floor for second reading.

MSC to approve APM 301 as revised.

AVP Caldwell stated that he would request expedited approval by President Welty so the revised APM 301 can be used for the next round of searches.
