Respiratory Protection Program Certification

Instructions and Checksheet

In order to receive initial certification to use respiratory protection on-campus, all three steps of the respiratory protection program must be completed.  The three steps are to be completed in the order as listed below unless an exception is approved by the EH&S Office.

Step I
Respiratory Protection Training
The individual must attend a respiratory protection training class given by the EH&S Office or take the on-line respiratory protection training.

Step II
Respiratory Medical Clearance

1a.
The individual must complete the online respiratory protection medical evaluation.  Access to the on-line evaluation is provided by the EH&S Office.  If clearance is obtained via the on-line evaluation, proceed to Step II #2.

1b.
If the results of the on-line evaluation do not result in gaining clearance, the individual will need to contact EH&S.  It will be decided then whether the individual will proceed to have a respiratory protection medical clearance examination at the Health Center.

Upon satisfactory completion of either the evaluation or the medical exam, the individual must forward a copy of the evaluation certificate or the physician signed medical clearance form to the EH&S Office.

Step III
Respirator Fit Test

The individual must have a respirator fit test with the respirator to be used.  It is the responsibility of the individual to schedule a fit testing appointment with the EH&S Office.  Once the respirator is successfully fit tested, the applicant will fill-out and sign the Respiratory Protection Fit Test/Equipment Issuance form.
