This lecture discusses the most recent book written by Dr. Roberts and Dr. Ethan Kytle which strikes at the
heart of recent flare-ups over Confederate symbols in Charlottesville, New Orleans, and elsewhere.
Denmark Vesey’s Garden reveals the deep roots of these controversies and traces them to the heart of
slavery in the United States: Charleston, South Carolina, where almost half of the U.S. slave population
stepped onto our shores. Denmark Vesey, a black revolutionary, plotted a massive slave insurrection in 1822.
As early as 1865, former slaveholders and their descendants began working to preserve a romanticized
memory of the antebellum South. In contrast, former slaves, their descendants, and some white allies have
worked to preserve an honest, unvarnished account of slavery as the cruel system it was.

The author of This Chair Rocks and a TED2017
mainstage speaker, she reveals the untapped possibilities of late life—in our communities,

at work, and in ourselves.

We may think we know what lies ahead: a grim slide into depression, dementia, and
dependence. But that’s just the party line, and author, activist, and speaker Ashton Applewhite
debunks it in spades. Part monologue, part consciousness-raiser, this talk charts her journey
from apprehensive boomer to pro-aging radical. In the process, she debunks myth after myth
about late life and proposes an alternative to all the hand-wringing: wake up to the ageist
messages that frame two thirds of our lives as decline; cheer up, and push back.

Whether you’re older or hoping to get there, this talk will shake you by the shoulders, and
change the way you see the rest of your life. She has been recognized by the New York Times,
the New Yorker, NPR, and the American Society on Aging as an expert on ageism. She has
written for Harper’s, Playboy, and The New York Times. And she speaks widely, at venues
that have ranged from universities and community centers to the Library of Congress

During the climactic
months of the Second World War, Truman had to play judge and jury, pulling America to the forefront of the
global stage. The first four months of Truman’s administration saw the founding of the United Nations, the fall
of Berlin, victory at Okinawa, fire bombings of Tokyo, the first atomic explosion, the Nazi surrender, the libera-
tion of concentration camps, the mass starvation of Europe, the Potsdam Conference, the controversial decision
to bomb Hiroshima and Nagasaki, the surrender of Imperial Japan, and finally, the end of World War Il and the
rise of the Cold War. No other president had ever faced so much in such a short period of time.

A Gentleman in Moscow by Amor Towles

A Gentleman in Moscow immerses us in another elegantly drawn era with the story of Count Alexander Rostov.
When, in 1922, he is deemed an unrepentant aristocrat by a Bolshevik tribunal, the count is sentenced to
house arrest in the Metropol, a grand hotel across the street from the Kremlin. Rostov, an indomitable man

of erudition and wit, has never worked a day in his life, and must now live in an attic room while some of the
most tumultuous decades in Russian history are unfolding outside the hotel’s doors. Unexpectedly, his reduced
circumstances provide him a doorway into a much larger world of emotional discovery. Brimming with humor,
a glittering cast of characters, and one beautifully rendered scene after another, this singular novel casts a spell
as it relates the count’s endeavor to gain a deeper understanding of what it means to be a man of purpose.

Finding Gobi: A Little Dog with a Very Big Heart by Dion Leonard

This is the incredible true story of Dion Leonard, a New York Times bestselling author and athlete, who was
befriended by a stray dog while running an ultramarathon through the Gobi Desert. Named for the desert in
which he found her, Gobi became Dion’s closest companion for 77 miles of the 155-mile race across China. The
scrappy little pup ran mile after mile alongside Dion, through treacherous conditions and across raging rivers.
He let her sleep in his tent and share his food, and eventually, his focus shifted from winning to the newfound
friendship he and Gobi shared. They crossed the finish line together—not first, but together—and Dion decided
to bring Gobi home to Scotland. Just before they were about to leave, however, Gobi disappeared, setting off a
worldwide search for the stray. In a town of more than 3 million people, the search seemed hopeless, but this
tale of friendship will surprise and delight you as you find out what happens!

Sisters in Law: How Sandra Day O’Connor and Ruth Bader Ginsburg
Went to the Supreme Court an Changed the World by Linda Hirshman

The fascinating story of the intertwined lives of Sandra Day O’Connor and Ruth Bader Ginsburg, the first and
second women to serve as Supreme Court justices. The relationship between Sandra Day O’Connor and Ruth
Bader Ginsburg--Republican and Democrat, Christian and Jew, western rancher’s daughter and Brooklyn
girl--transcends party, religion, region, and culture. Strengthened by each other’s presence, these groundbreak-
ing judges, the first and second to serve on the highest court in the land, have transformed the Constitution and
America itself, making it a more equal place for all women.
