      Codes by Jason Fagone

An incredible true story of the greatest  
codebreaking duo that ever lived, an  
American woman and her husband  
who invented the modern science of  
cryptology together and used it to confront the evils of 
their time, solving puzzles that unmasked Nazi spies and 
helped win World War II.

A five-hundred-year-old legend. An ancient  
curse.

Since the 
days of conquistador Hernán Cortés, rumors have circulat-
ed about a lost city of immense wealth hidden somewhere 
in the Honduran interior, called the White City or the Lost 
City of the Monkey God. Indigenous tribes speak of ances-
tors who fled there to escape the Spanish invaders, and 
they warn that anyone who enters this sacred city will fall ill 
and die. In 1940, journalist Theodore Morde returned from 
the rainforest with hundreds of artifacts and an electrifying 
story of having found the Lost City of the Monkey God-
but then committed suicide without revealing its location. 
Three quarters of a century later, author Doug Preston 
joined a team of scientists on a groundbreaking new 
quest.
