Dan Walters, a nationally known columnist for The Sacramento Bee, has
been a journalist for more than a half-century, spending all but a few of
those years working for California newspapers. At one point in his career,
at age 22, he was the nation’s youngest daily newspaper editor.

He joined The Sacramento Union’s Capitol bureau in 1975, just as Jerry
Brown began his governorship, and later became the Union’s Capitol bureau
chief. In 1981, he began writing the state’s only daily newspaper column
devoted to California political, economic, and social events and in 1984, he and
the column moved to The Sacramento Bee. He has written more than 7,500 columns

about California and its politics and his column now appears in more than 50 California newspapers.

Walters will give us a view of California as it exists in 2015 - culturally, economically, demographically and, of course,
politically. He'll then describe how current politics relate - or don't relate - to that reality. He'll touch on the upcoming 2016

elections and such current issues facing California such as water, transportation, poverty and education.
